With over a decade of international motor racing under his belt, Chinese/Dutch driver Ho-Pin Tung’s many achievements include test driver roles for Williams F1 and Renault F1, multiple single seater and Asian Le Mans Series championship wins. Star of the award-winning Land Rover ‘Dragon Challenge’, he is a multiple race winner in FIA WEC and won his class at the famous 24 Hours of Le Mans in 2017 becoming vice-world champion.

Ho-Pin has been racing since a young age and took his first championship in the 1999 Dutch Karting Cup. He then moved on to Formula Ford where he finished fourth and was nominated rookie champion of the season the following year. 2003 saw Ho-Pin crowned champion of Formula BMW Asia with ten wins, one second place and 12 pole positions out of 14 races. He also started testing for Williams F1 this year.

The German F3 championships followed in 2004 and 2005 where he was seventh and third respectively. He then went on to win the 2006 F3 championship.

Following his success in F3 he became the A1GP Team China lead driver and took a podium place at the GP of Australia which was the first ever and only feature race podium finish for A1 Team China.

2008 saw Ho-Pin enter the GP2 series and a prestigious second place in the Monaco GP. He also became the BMW-Sauber Team Demo Driver whilst continuing to be the lead driver for Team China in A1GP.

In 2009, it was time for Superleague Formula Team where Ho-Pin secured one win and one second place. He also won the Chinese Driver Challenge in Race of the Champions in the Olympic stadium in Beijing, and got to the semi-final in the Nations Cup representing Team China. He also completed another Formula 1 test for Renault this time at their Young Driver test in Jerez, Spain.

2010 saw Ho-Pin becoming the official Renault F1 Team Third Driver and thus became the first Chinese citizen to be an official driver in Formula 1. He also continued in GP2 throughout the season.

2011 saw some other highlights besides remaining as the official third drivers for Renault F1. Ho-Pin was the first ever Chinese citizen to complete at Indy500 and to qualify and race in IndyCar. He also raced in two FIA GT1 World Championship races with Team China.

2012 was all about the Porsche Carrera Cup Asia and 2013 was the year Ho-Pin became the Asian Le Mans Series Team Champion, as well as seeing him drive in the Le Mans 24 Hours race, where he was part of the first ever Chinese team to compete at the prestigious endurance race.

2014-2016 continued in the endurance spirit with Le Mans, Asian Le Mans and the Tudor United Sportscar Championship. Ho-Pin also entered the brand new all electric FIA Formula E Championship in its inaugural season in 2014 with Team China Racing before moving on to the FIA World Endurance Championship.

2017 has seen an extremely successful FIA World Endurance Championship campaign winning the 6hrs Silverstone, the Le Mans 24hrs LMP2 class (second overall) and the 6hrs at Nurburgring.
