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Jaguar TCS Racing Driver and Team Principal Biographies


Mitch Evans, Jaguar TCS Racing driver, #9
New Zealander Mitch Evans made his ABB FIA Formula E Championship debut with Jaguar TCS Racing in 2016 when the British team returned to racing. Mitch was swiftly seen as one of the quickest drivers on the grid and in season five Mitch translated this into his first win for Jaguar TCS Racing at the Rome E-Prix in April 2019. In season six Evans continued his success securing a pole position and podium in Santiago, a dominant victory in Mexico City and created ‘desert storm’ in Marrakesh with a history-making, 18-overtake drive through the field. 
 
Mitch started karting at the age of six and won the NZ Grand Prix at 16. Mentored by former F1 racer Mark Webber, the young driver went on to win the 2012 GP3 title. Moving to GP2 in 2013 and at just 18 years of age, while still a rookie, Mitch became the youngest driver in GP2 history to stand on the podium after finishing third in Sepang, Malaysia. More success followed in 2015 when Mitch finished second at the 24 hours in Sepang Malaysia. His older brother Simon won the second season of the Jaguar I-PACE eTROPHY series in 2020.

Evans, who is based in Monaco, finished fourth in season seven of the ABB FIA Formula E World Championship with five podiums, five Super Pole appearances and was fighting for the title up to the final day of the season.



Sam Bird, Jaguar TCS Racing driver, #10
British Racing Driver Sam Bird joined Jaguar TCS Racing ahead of season seven of the ABB FIA Formula E World Championship. Having raced in Formula E since its inception in 2014, Bird brings a wealth of experience to the team. 
 
The 34-year-old has competed in every Formula E race since the ground-breaking series started in 2014, securing 11 wins to date. Bird is the only driver to have won a race in every season of Formula E.
 
Bird, who started his successful racing career in 2002, went on to forge a successful record of results in the sport’s junior categories before a number of key Formula 1 roles including testing duties for Williams and reserve driver for Mercedes AMG Petronas from 2011 to 2013. In recent years, Bird has tasted success in the FIA World Endurance Championship with Ferrari and the G-Drive Racing squad.
 
Bird, who is based in Dorset, England secured his first win for the Jaguar TCS Racing team in his debut weekend in Diriyah and went on to achieve a second win in New York City, from Pole position. The Brit finished season seven of the ABB FIA Formula E World Championship sixth in the driver standings.” 

James Barclay, Jaguar TCS Racing Team Principal and Managing Director of Jaguar Land Rover Motorsport 
James Barclay was appointed team director for Jaguar’s Formula E programme in November 2015 and he has been responsible for managing the exciting return to motorsport in the ABB FIA Formula E World Championship for the British brand. Over the last six years James has overseen the growth of Jaguar TCS Racing into a race winning team, thanks to the team’s first Formula E win at the Rome E-Prix in April 2019 – Jaguar’s first international motorsport victory since 1991. Since then, the team have secured three further wins, the first double podium for Jaguar in more than 30 years, a total of 12 podiums and finished runners-up in season seven of the ABB FIA Formula E World Championship.
In addition to James’ work in Formula E, he was instrumental in the launch of the Jaguar I-PACE eTROPHY - the world’s first electric touring car race series. As the main support series to the ABB FIA Formula E Championship for season five and six, the 10-race championship reinforced Jaguar’s commitment to electric vehicle technology.
James Barclay has recently been appointed to the newly created position of Managing Director, Jaguar Land Rover Motorsport and Team Principal of the Jaguar TCS Racing Formula E Team. In this newly expanded leadership role, James will lead Jaguar Land Rover’s Motorsport division. He will play a key role in Reimagining Jaguar as a pure-electric luxury brand from 2025 while helping to deliver Jaguar Land Rover’s sustainable future and digital transformation. 
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
