(MISSISSAUGA, ON) – September 3, 2014 – Following a model year that added major powertrain updates, the Jaguar XF enters 2015 with expanded standard equipment and realigned pricing for an even greater competitive advantage. New Luxury and Sport versions join the line, adding popular equipment and distinctive design features with compelling new value positions.

A new 2.0T Luxury variant augments the 2.0T model and packages features that have proven popular with customers, including the Premium Pack,
at a significant cost advantage compared to ordering those options previously. Likewise, the new XF 3.0 AWD Luxury and XF 3.0 AWD Sport add significant content at a substantial value while also presenting the customer with two distinct personalities of the XF. The 3.0 AWD base model continues to be available. 

A sporting mid-size luxury sedan with a seductive design, the Jaguar XF continues to offer a wide gamut of performance choices: 240hp 2-litre turbocharged I4; 340hp supercharged 3-litre V6, and a 5-litre V8 in 510hp and 550hp levels. The 3-litre models come standard with Jaguar Instinctive All Wheel Drive®.  All 2015 XF models feature a standard eight-speed automatic transmission, and the V6 and V8 versions additionally include Intelligent Stop/Start to optimize fuel efficiency. 

The XFR, powered by the 510hp supercharged V8, gains red painted brake calipers for 2015. The XFR-S ultra-performance model with a 550hp supercharged V8 and eight-speed Quickshift automatic transmission is unchanged and continues to be available in limited numbers. 

The XF sedan design combines the visual impact of a coupe profile with the practical nature that has always defined Jaguar sedans. Also drawing from the Jaguar sport sedan heritage, the XF offers a highly practical package, including a large 501-litre trunk.

New Luxury and Sport Variants
While the XF 2.0T base model continues for 2015, Jaguar anticipates that most customers will find the strong value proposition of the new XF 2.0T Luxury quite appealing. Jaguar added the contents of the formerly optional Premium Pack (Navigation, passive keyless entry, rear camera, front park aid, 380W4 Meridian™ sound system and SiriusXM® Satellite Radio), along with the Blind Spot Monitor3 and auto-dimming exterior mirrors.

Both the base and Luxury versions feature a newly standard split fold-down rear seat with ski hatch. In addition, both the 2.0T and 3.0 AWD base models can be equipped with a new Navi+Voice+Sirius Pack that adds navigation and SiriusXM Satellite Radio at the same MSRP as navigation alone in 2014.

New XF 3.0 AWD Luxury and Sport
The new Jaguar XF 3.0 AWD Luxury and Sport variants each shows a distinct personality – the former focused on luxury and the latter conveying a more performance-tuned character. Each is equipped with a unique combination of formerly optional equipment but at a 45-50% cost savings compared to ordering those options previously. 

The XF 3.0 AWD Luxury inherits the Premium Pack (see 2.0T Luxury above) with 825W4 Meridian™ Surround Sound system, as well as the formerly optional Portfolio Pack, which equips the car with 12-way driver and 8-way passenger heated and cooled power front seats plus 4-way electric lumbar adjustment; soft-grain leather trim with contrast hoop stitching and a Suedecloth headliner. The extended equipment roster for this model also includes 19-inch alloy wheels and the Vision Pack (Blind Spot Monitor, Adaptive Headlamps, Intelligent High Beams and auto-dimming exterior mirrors). Adaptive Headlamps pivot into the corners as the car is steered, and Intelligent High Beams switch from high to low depending on incoming traffic2. 

The XF 3.0 AWD Sport shows a more aggressive look with an aero body design, 20-inch “Draco” wheels and the Black Pack (black exterior trim and wheels). Inside, the 14-way driver and 12-way passenger heated front sport seats offer supreme comfort with a distinctly sporty persona, a look and feel that is accentuated by a Jet (black) Suedecloth headliner, Bond grain leather in Charcoal with Red/Tan or Dove contrast stitching, Piano Black veneer and bright pedals. The XF 3.0 AWD Sport also adds the Cold Pack (heated windshield and heated steering wheel) as standard fitment.

Instinctive All Wheel Drive® System
The Jaguar Instinctive All Wheel Drive™ system, which is exclusively paired with the supercharged    3-litre V6, employs an active power transfer control technology. A transfer case connected to the rear of the eight-speed automatic transmission houses a multi-plate wet clutch, which controls power transfer via a driveshaft to the front differential. The Transfer Case Control Module monitors grip levels and driver inputs, and then signals the transfer clutch to apportion the torque appropriately3.

In dry-road conditions, Instinctive All Wheel Drive® normally sends most torque to the rear wheels to preserve the agile driving feel and response of a rear-wheel drive XF. An active electronically controlled system, Instinctive All Wheel Drive® constantly monitors grip levels, steering and throttle inputs. Using special control algorithms, the system can proactively predict rear-tire slip. It can transfer up to 50 percent of the torque to the front wheels when needed, such as in slippery conditions, pre-empting potential rear-wheel slip.

When accelerating from a stop, Instinctive All Wheel Drive™ applies pre-load torque to the front wheels to help optimize traction. Once underway, if no slip of the rear wheels is detected, Instinctive All Wheel Drive® seamlessly switches to its rear-biased configuration.

When selecting Winter Mode using the JaguarDrive Control™, the vehicle will optimize its systems for slippery conditions3. Winter mode also pre-loads more torque to the front wheels at start-up and defaults to a 30:70 torque share between front and rear to maximize traction on slippery surfaces. Control is further bolstered by the full integration of the All Wheel Drive control with Dynamic Stability Control and ABS, which can apply braking to individual wheels as a second measure against wheel slip and also apportion torque side-to-side3.

Turbocharged 2-litre Engine
In the 2015 Jaguar XF 2.0T models, the turbocharged 2-litre 4-cylinder engine combines low-inertia turbocharging, direct fuel injection and variable timing of both the intake and exhaust camshafts to produce 240hp at 5,500 rpm. A torque peak of 251 lb.-ft. that is sustained from 2,000-4,000 rpm exemplifies the highly flexible powerband.

Twin balancer shafts, active engine mounts, an acoustic engine cover, and the use of additional sound insulation ensure smooth, quiet operation at all engine speeds. Specialized coatings on the piston rings and tappets are among the measures that reduce internal friction. 

The 2015 Jaguar XF 2.0T can accelerate from zero to 100 km/h in 7.9 seconds5. The combination of generous low-end and mid-range torque, combined with the wide ratio spread of the Jaguar-tuned ZF® eight-speed automatic transmission, endows the XF with a sporty character while yielding highly responsive performance in everyday driving situations.

Supercharged 3-litre V6
In the XF 3.0 AWD models, the supercharged V6 produces 340hp at 6,500 rpm and can accelerate the car from zero to 100 km/h in 6.4 seconds 5. More telling about the engine’s flexibility in everyday driving is the broad torque curve, with the peak of 332 lb.-ft. available from 3,500-5,000 rpm. 

Jaguar engineered its DOHC 3-litre supercharged V6 on the same all-aluminum architecture as the brand’s supercharged 5-litre V8. A system of counter-rotating front and rear balancer weights help give the supercharged V6 the smoothness and refinement characteristics of the V8. Like the Jaguar supercharged V8, the V6 combines high compression, direct fuel injection, dual independent variable cam timing (DIVCT) and an engine-driven supercharger to deliver performance of a larger-displacement engine. A Roots-type twin vortex supercharger is mounted in the ‘V’ of the engine, and a water-cooled intercooler reduces the temperature of the intake air to optimize power and efficiency. 

The Intelligent Stop/Start system uses a twin solenoid starter, enabling the system to restart the 
engine in less time than it takes for the driver’s foot to move from the brake pedal to the accelerator. 

Thrilling Supercharged V8 Performance
Topping the 2015 Jaguar XF line are the XFR and limited-production XFR-S. Each is powered by different versions of the supercharged 5-litre V8. The XFR engine delivers 510hp and 461 lb.-ft. of peak torque the latter covering the 2,500-5,500 rpm range. The XFR has a limited top track speed of 250 km/h, which can be raised to 280 km/h with the optional Speed Pack5. The XFR can accelerate from zero to 100 km/h in just 4.9 seconds5. 

Both of these high-end XF models feature standard 20-inch alloy wheels in a staggered array: 8.5-inches wide in front with 225/35ZR20 summer tires and 9.5-inches in the rear with 285/30ZR20 summer tires. Both also come equipped with larger brakes than the other XF models and feature a unique hood outfitted with bold and distinctive louvers. Both models are equipped with the Adaptive Dynamics suspension and Active Differential Control3 enhancing their sports driving character.

The XFR features a functional aero-enhanced body package, 18-way driver and 14-way passenger power sport seats embossed with the “R” logo. The Meridian™ 825W, 18-speaker surround-sound system is standard.

The front-end XFR design features a unique lower grille with black-finished mesh, plus larger outboard air intakes with chrome surround, and a main grille of black-finished mesh with chrome surround. Red brake calipers, front and rear “R” badges and four large, bright-finished tailpipes help make the XFR instantly recognizable. 

The XFR cabin features a full soft grain leather interior as standard, with five seat and lower environment color choices – Warm Charcoal with a choice of Ivory contrast stitch or no contrast stitch, Warm Charcoal/Red, Warm Charcoal/London Tan, and Ivory. The speedometer and tachometer have the unique sporting signature of red dial pointers. 

Limited-Production XFR-S
The performance flagship of the XF line, the limited-production XFR-S is powered by the 5-litre supercharged V8 producing 550hp and 502 lb.-ft. of torque. Equipped with substantial chassis upgrades and aerodynamic body enhancements over the XFR, the XFR-S can achieve an electronically limited maximum track speed of 300 km/h5 and can sprint from zero to 100 km/h mph in 4.6 seconds. 5
The deft balance of ultra-high performance and efficiency owes much to the ZF® eight-speed transmission with Quickshift functionality that enables optimal acceleration and heightens the driving experience.

The XFR-S is immediately recognizable by its aerodynamic enhancements, which make extensive use of carbon fiber components. In addition to giving the XFR-S an assertive appearance, the aero package reduces lift by 68 percent to enhance handling agility. 

In addition, the XFR-S incorporates comprehensive suspension upgrades to maximize response, with lateral stiffness increases of up to 30 percent. The Electronic Active Differential and Dynamic Stability Control systems from the XFR have been recalibrated to enhance handling characteristics, particularly for track driving activities3. The 20-inch 'Varuna' forged alloy wheels with specially developed tires maximize grip. As the flagship of the XF line, the XFR-S features exclusive interior appointments, including specials sport seats and carbon leather with contrasting highlight micro-piping and stitching. 

Advanced Chassis Dynamics
The XF driver can tailor engine and transmission response using the JaguarDrive Control™, which offers three modes: Normal, for comfortable, leisurely driving; Dynamic, for a more sporting and responsive character, and Winter, for greater capability in low-grip conditions3. Each mode changes the characteristics of engine response, transmission shifts, Dynamic Stability Control (DSC) intervention, and on XFR and XFR-S, Adaptive Dynamics tuning and Active Differential Control. In Dynamic mode, gearshift points are raised, and the suspension stiffens3.

The Adaptive Dynamics active damping system automatically tailors damper settings to suit both road conditions and the way the car is being driven. Active Differential Control helps to improve acceleration while enhancing cornering ability3. The clutch-type differential transmits torque to the wheel with the most traction. This proactive system differs fundamentally from conventional traction control, which uses the brakes reactively to counteract slip.

Unique Jaguar Details
The combination of an aluminum dashboard, satin or gloss wood veneers, tailored instrument and door panels with twin-needle stitching as standard, plus Phosphor Blue halo illumination and interior mood lighting, give the XF interior a decidedly sporty ambience. The JaguarDrive Selector™ transmission interface is a unique brand identifier. The beautiful cast alloy Selector has already gained recognition for its part in the distinctive XF “driver handshake,” a sequence in which the illuminated stop/start button pulsates until pressed, at which point the JaguarDrive Selector™ rises from the console and the dashboard vents silently rotate to their open positions.

Meridian™ Premium Audio Systems
A Meridian™ 380W4 system is standard in the XF 2.0T Luxury and XF 3.0 Sport models; the XF 3.0 Luxury, XFR and XFR-S get the Meridian™ 825W4 surround system. Both systems employ proprietary Meridian™ technology that produces powerful sound with lower distortion than systems of similar output.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Meridian™ 380W premium sound system comes with an AM/FM receiver, a single-slot CD/DVD player, MP3 disc compatibility, Radio Data system, a SiriusXM Satellite Radio receiver (with three-month trial subscription). In addition, the Media Hub provides flexible connectivity through two USB ports, Bluetooth® v2.0 audio streaming and an auxiliary input jack. Gracenote provides artist and track recognition.  

Tuned by Meridian™ for the Jaguar XF interior, the 380W audio system uses 12 speakers (including one subwoofer), a separate digital amplifier and Audyssey MultEQ sound equalization technology. The 
825W version is a 7.1-channel system that plays through 17 speakers, including one subwoofer. Meridian Trifield™ surround mode places each occupant in the center of the sound field. Cabin Correction and Dynamic Volume Control maintain consistent volume level by monitoring extraneous noise levels and minimizing resonances.

Meridian™ technology emphasizes ultra-low distortion, natural detail and realism. For example, a total harmonic distortion (THD) rating of less than 1 percent is considered to be high fidelity and inaudible to the human ear; the Jaguar Meridian™ systems have a THD of just 0.2 percent. That is one reason, along with Meridian’s™ proprietary digital signal processing, that the 380W system produces output on par with some 600W systems. The 825W system produces the equivalent output of a 1,200W system, but with lower power consumption.

Navigation with Voice Control
The navigation system (optional for base models, standard for all others) features Dynamic Zoom, which automatically magnifies the image when the car is approaching an intersection or highway interchange. The Visual Lane Guidance feature provides additional details at intersections, and the Road Sign Board feature displays overhead sign information in split-screen view2,3. 

A My POI feature adds greater capability and convenience to the Points of Interest function, including easier access to POI’s from the main menu screen and the ability to download, import and edit POI lists from a personal computer into the navigation system via USB. A single/dual map view allows route comparisons, and soft-touch buttons on the periphery of the screen extend the map viewing mode functionality.
